The Sustainable Development targets for 2030 calls for ensuring the completion of primary and secondary education
by all boys and girls, and guarantzeing equal access to opportunities for access to quality technical and vocabonal
education for all. Policy interventions will require improving access and improving quality, as well addressing relevant
obstacles which include gender mequaliies, food msecunty, and armed conflict. The most challenging concern 1z
provisicning of adequate funding to achieve SDG goal 4.

The SDG Agenda for Sustainable Development Geal £ - ‘Ensure inclusive and egquitable quality education and
promote lifelong learning opportunities for alf (hereafter referred to a2 “Education 20307°) - and itz associated
targets, to be achieved by 2030

Needless to reiterate that SDG 4 geals are beyond schocl education, rather they cover technical, tertiary, University
Education and lifelong learming for all. Every effort must be made to guarantee that this tme the goal and targets are
achieved. This requires strong polifical will, clear strategies, indicators, programme and resources from state.

After signing thiz ambitious covenant more than five years have lapsed and the progress is stll sluggish in terms of
policies and budgetary resources from government.

. Progress of school education as indicated by NITI AAYDG

Mational Instifution for Transforming India (MITI Aayog), the nodal body mandated to oversee the progress on the
2030 Agenda, has been monitoring the progress of SDG in India. NITI AYOGS has prepared index of performance of
SOG 4. To measure India's performance towards the Geal of Quality Education, eleven national leve! indicators have
been identified, which capture six out of the ten S0G targets for 2030 outlined under this Goal. These indicators have
heen selected bazed on the availlability of data to ensure comparability across States and UTs.

The following table presents the composite scores of the States and UTs on this Goal. It also shows a breakdown of
the States and UTs by indicator. Goal 4 Index Score S0G Index Score for Geal 4 ranges between 29 and 80 for
Statzs and between 49 and 79 for UT=. Kerala and Chandigarh are the top pedormers among the States and the
UTs, respectively. Five Statez and three UTs bagoed a position in the category of Front Runners (score range
between 65 and 99, including both). Howsver, nine States and twoe UTs fell behind in the Aspirants category (with

I. The challenges ahead!

(1) Inadequate Education Budget 2021-22: The budaget requirement to achieve SDG 4 was supposed to be in
accordance with the targets and sub-targets for next 19 years. According fo the report prepared by Technology
and Action for Rural Advancement (TARA- An organization assigned fo make asseszment of resources for SDG
by UNDP) The total funds needed for India to reach SDG-4 by 2030 15 USD 2,258 bilion, means from 2017 to
203 averages USD 173 billion per year (12110 billion INR), whersas current govt budget of 992.24 bilbon
Rupees (2021-22) is toc less.

() The MHRD's budget iz continucusly declining. & similar frend is seen in terms of GDP. The total allocation to
zchool and higher education in 2021-22 budget i Rs 93 2240 million against last year budget of Rs 99 3110
million in 2020-21 (BE) which was revized to Re 83,0890 million. Thus, there iz a reduction of Rs 60870 million
from the 2020-21 budgets (BE). Thus thers was a 6.1 percent decline in the afflocation for education sector in
foday's budget announcement

(3) The Samagra Shiksha scheme, being the main scheme for implementing the Right to Education (RTE) Act, has
faced a massive cut in the budget While last year the scheme was allecated Rz 38,7500 million (BE), this year, it

has received Re 31,0500 milion. Thus a 20% cut in the BE Budget. This cut in Samagra Shiksha budget will be
counterproductive for the poor children under Right to Educaton Act provision.

(4) Al=o the National Scheme of Incentive to Gids for Secondary Education, which covers girls of SC/ST communities
who pass Class VIl and enroll n Clazs IX in government and government-aided schools, faces a drastic cut from
Rs 1100 million last year (2020-21) to just Rs 10 million in present budget.

. Progress recorded by UDISE (Unified District Information on school education) Report 2019-20

e A tofal of 2645 crore (264 Million) students were enrolled in school education from pre-primary to higher
secondary in 2019-20, higher by 4 23 million compared to 2018-19. The enrolment of girls increased at all levels
of school education in 201920 compared to 2018-19. The increase was highest in pre-prmary (14.2 %). The
UDISE+ 2019-20 stated that in 201%-20 total students in school education from primary to higher secondary is a
little above 2509 millon. This iz higher by 263 million compared to 2018-19. Thers i a net addition of 4.23
million students in school education in the year 2019-20 compared to 2018-19 which is higher by 1.6%.

» The number of teachers in scheol education increased by 2.72% in 2019-20 compared to 2018-19. In 20153-20.
9.69 million teachers were engaged in school education, about .26 millicn higher compared to the statistics in

2015-19.

»  The report has pointed out that the Gross Enrolment Ratio (GER) at all levels of school educaton had improved
in 2019-20 compared to 2015-19.

» “The GER increased to 89.7% pe (from 87.7%) at Upper Primary level, 37 8% (from 96.1%) at Elementary Level,
77.9% (from 76.9%) at Secondary Level and 51.4 % (from 50.1%) at Higher Secondary Level in 2019-20 {from
2018-19),".

» Between 2012-13 and 2019-20, the GER for girls at both secondary and higher secondary level has increased

more than that of the boys. GER for gids at secondary level has gone up by 9.6% to reach 77.5% in 2019-20, it
was 00.2% in 2012-13.



* |n the infrastructurs facility the report noted that mors than 50% schools in India had hand-wash facilities in
2019-20. This iz @ major improvement, as this percentage was only 36.3 pe in 2012-12. Though there has been
marked improvement in the last seven years (2012-12) when closs to & gquarer of the schoaol didn't have
eleciricity, at present 53 4% (an improvement by almost 7% from 2018-19) does have electncity.

 [DISE+ report indicates that the schools are far from disable fmendly as the majonty of the schoolz don't have
ramps with hand rails or toilets for children with special needs (CWSN).

« More than 52% schools conducted medical check-ups of students in 2019-20, an improvement by more than 4%
over the previous year, 2018-19. In 2012-13, about £1.1% of scheols conducted medical check-ups for students.

e About 38.5% schocls in India had computers in 2019-20, an improvement by more than 4% over the previous
year and an improvement from 22.2% seven years ago, the base year cited by the report. Intemet connectvity
too is low at 22 3%, though a significant jump from 18.7% n 2012-13.

IV _Some more challenging picture:

Only 39 per cent schools in the country had computers while only 22 per cent had an internet connection in
2019-20, according to the Unified District Information System for Education Plus (UDISE+).

The report also said that more than 20 per cent schocls had hand-wash facility in 2015-20, & major improvement
from 201213 when it was just 36.3 per cent.

“About 39 pc schools in India had computers in 2019-20, an improvement by more than & pc over the previcus year.
More than 22 pc schools in India had internet connectvity in 2019-20, an improvement of more than 3.5 pc over the
previous year” the report said. During the perod, more than 82 per cent schocls had electrcity in 2019-20, an
mprovement by almost 7 per cent over the previous year, 2018-19. “In 2012-13, about 545 pc schools had
electncity. More than 84 pc schools in India had a library/reading reomireading comer in 2019-20, an improvement of
nearly 4 pc comparad to the previous year In 2012-13, about £9.2 po schools had library! reading room/ reading
corner,” it said. Unified Distrct Information on School Education (UDISE), mnitated in 2012-13 by the Ministry of
Education by integrating DISE for elementary education and SEMIS for secondary education, 1= one of the largest
Management Information Systems on school education covenng maore than 1.5 million schools, 8.5 million teachers
and 250 million children.

The
report alzo zaid that more than 90 per cent schocls had hand-wash facility in 2019-20, 3 major improvement from
2012-12 when it was just 363 per cent.

V.Now online/ digital education is being promoted: What does this mean for India and its people?

India_has the world's second-largest school systemn, after China. Shutting schools fo maintan social distancing
amidst the COVID-19 crisis was the most legical sclution to avoid community transmission. However, this prolonged
closure has a disproporbonately negafive impact on the most vulnerable students. The pandemic has not only
caused the wide rift in educational mequality to balloon but also exacerbated exsting disparities.

A total of 320 million learmers in India have been adversely affected and fransitioned to the e-Jeaming industry, which
comprizes a network of 1.9 million schools. An NSS0O 2014 report highlights that 32 million children were already cut
of school before the pandemic — the majorty of them belonging to the socially disadvantaged class in the
country. While the government endorses India as the flag-bearer of the digital revolubion and acknowledges that itis a
diverse and multilingual country, as supported by the recently drafted new education policy, e-leaming platforms
cannot replicate the varous dialects, vaned contexts and different lived expenences that are brought together by
physical classrooms. f e-leaming 15 the “new normal®, the pobcy must go further to address the feasibility of
digitalization to ensure equity and quality in educabon.




o A total of 320 million lzamers in India have been adversely affected by the COVID-19 pandemic and have
transitioned to e-leaming;

»  With huge regional and household dispanties in access to the internet and technology, this transon has not
been poszible for all students and educators;

»  The rapid shift to e-leaming prompted by the pandemic has resurfaced long-standing izsues of mequality and a
digital divide in India that must be addrezzed by future economic, education and digtalization policies.

However, In a recent 2017-18 survey, the Ministry of Rural Development found that only 47% of Indian households
receive more than 12 hours of electricity and more than 36% of schools in India cperate without electricity. This
suggests that while students from families with better means of living can easily brdge the fransition fo remote
leaming, students from underprivileged backgrounds are likely to succumb to inefficiency and a lack of adaptation,
either because of the inaccessibility of the technology or the low education of their parents to guide them through
tech-savvy applications.

Aside from the stresses of access and affordability, 3 daunting task for a student 15 to keep up with their studies and
peers. Unhke an active classroom sstting, e-learming doez not accommodate one-to-one discussions or problem
zolving with futors. Reports emphasize that the recewvers (students) are not the only onez strugaling - teachers are
ton. Teachers and instifutions are not always frained and equipped to transition to onbine teaching. Many teachers are
unqualified when it comes to using new technologies and interfaces.

= Only 4% of households own a computer in rural India.

= 234% of households own & computer in urban India.

=  Less than 15% of rural Indian househclds have internet access.

= 42% of urban Indian houssholds have internet access.

»  Lack of rezources and skilled teachers in rural India: Mow let's focus on the infrastructure, resources and
educators in rural India; the only answer we would get is the ineficiency and lack of adaptation among the
educators themselves. If the teachers are not ready, then how would they prepare students?

» |ncreased e-learning platforms could be efficient n urban India, but still, it is far away from communicating
the various dialects, varied contexts and different moral lessons that are executed in physical
classrooms in an efficient way. Besides, there 15 a little scope for building an emotional bonding between
studentz and educators on the e-leaming platform.

»  |ncreased screen-time 13 becoming a genuine threat to the physical and paychological health of the students.

»  Educaton does not only mean leaming through pen and paper mode, but educafion also confaing sports,
extracurricular actvities which are not possible under the electronic platfiorm.

E-learning iz efficient to a limited extent but it should be noted that E-learning can never be the medium of
the universal pursuit of knowledge. Intellectual socialization is also being compromised under E-leaming.
According to the Key Indicators of Household Social Consumption on Education in India repost,

Baszed on the 2017-18 NS50, fewer than 15% of rural Indian households have internet access (as opposed to 42%
urban Indian households). A mere 13% of people surveyed (aged above five) in rural areas — just 8.5% of females
— could wse the internet. Girz in vulnerable households face meoreazsed domestic dutes inducing their inability to
access onlineg education either because of inadequate access fo the internet and gadgets or because the male child
and his teaching are prontized. This silent exclusion of children belonging to families i distress may cause child

Ashok Bind Mohan, Ramesh, Rahu! fnames changed) ond 10 others from Daroganj {Baxi Khurd), Proyag Rajf
(Allahobad). UP are ail between 10 to 15 years age group and are enrolled in elementary education{Grade5 to 8).
Their school got closed due to lockdown from 13™ March 2020. They were asked to ortend digital learning from
home with smart phones. They are extremely poor and parents have no job during lockdown. They don‘t have
smart phones and those wha have cannot afford net pock {internet connectivity)

When the reocher osked o5 to why they ore nat otiending the digitol closses they repiied,” Mam, we get up early
in the morning oround 3 to 4 am ond in o group we rush to river for fishing. By 5 pm we collected the fishes and
rush to locol market and sell the fish. From the sales proceeds we purchase rice and kitchen prowisions. We giso
bring some wnsold fishes to our home. Then our mother cooks the fish and rice for entire fomily. By the time we
eat we are too tired and go to sieep .For us digital learning is a dream which is difficult to come true.”

Vil Challenge of gender gap and out of school children and 3DG 4.

The UNESCO publshed Global Education Monitonng Repor, 2014 (GEM) states that 37% of the world's non-literate
individuals are in India. The report also suggests that 280 milions of these are just women, Literacy rates among the
marginalized sections of the society are abysmally low. The lneracy rate of 15+ years of rural women among Muskm
women i 47 25% 43% for 3C women and a mere 37.05% for ST women. These children need special atienton n
school education.

Alzo UNESCO's reports that shutting down of schools due to the Cowd-1Y pandemic comes with a wamng of
“potentsal for mcreased drop-out rates which will disproporbonately affect adolezcent gids, further entrench gender
gaps m educaton and lead to increasad nsk of sexual explofsbon, early pregnancy and eady and forced mamage™.
UNESCO has called for policy-makers and practifionsrs fo lock nfo lessons from the past crises fo address the
challznges faced by giriz as the govemments of varous countes prepare for “indefinite” school closures.

As per Ms Protva Kundu's artcle "The gender divide in internat usage s also stark.” As per the Intemet and Mobie
Association of India regort, in 2019, while 67% men had access to internet, this figure was only at 33% for women
The disparity i more prominent in rural India, where the figures are 72% and 26% for men and women, respectively”

VIIL Adverse effects marring education of poor children-

Mobile addiction to behawour change: Effects of lockdown on children (jagran.com).The survey revesis that as high
as 652 per cent students reported physical problems, 23 40% gained weight, 76 90% suffered headache! imtabsliny
and 22 40% had reported eye pain and itching. (Pubkish Date- Sun, 05 Jul 2020)



Effectz of lockdown on children are sursly manifesting in a very ugly and unpleasant way. A recent sample survey
reveals that around £5% children were found to be addicted to their dewices, mostly mobile phones. When asked to
leave their devices these children expressed anger, cried, didn't listen to their parents, showed imtable behawiour.
They were unahle to stay away from the device even for half an hour.

A study was carried out by physicians at JK Lone Hospital in Jaipur on 203 children to study the impact of the
COVID-19 lockdown. It was concerved by Dr Ashok Gupta, Medical Superintendent & Senior Profeszor, Department

of Pediatrics.

The survey reveals that as high as 652 per cent students reported physical problems, 23.40% gained weight,
2690% suffered headache! imtability and 22.40% had reported eye pain and itching. 70.70% students with high
screen exposure dunng the lockdown days have behavioural problems, 23 90% skipped their daily routines, 2090
per cent became carsless, 36.80 per cent became stubborn and 17.40% reported & reduced aftention span. It was
concluded that after the lockdown almost all the children had a screen time increase of 2-3 times {5 hours/day from 2
hours/day) which reduced their physical activty.

About 0% of these children had difficulty in sleeping after going to bed for 20 to 60 minutes and 17% of the children
wake up in the middle of their sleep at night and take 20 to 30 minutes to get back to sleep. They also suffered
daytime zlespiness, daytime tiredness, headache and iritability, weight gan, change in body and back pan and
changed toillet habits. See the graphic below:

Viovid-19 has badly affected the informal sector in Indiz."The COVID-19 crsis has the potential to push around 40
crore informal sector workers in India deeper into poverty, with the lockdown and other containment measures
affecting jobs and earmings, an International Labour Organisation (ILO) report .

"COVID-19 is already affecting tens of millions of informal workers In India.



"In India, with & share of almost 90 per cent of people working in the informal economy, about 400 million workers in
the informal economy are at sk of falling desper into poverty during the crsis.

"Current lockdown measures in India, which arz at the high end of the University of Oxford's COVID-19
Government Response Stringency Index, have impacted these workers significantly, forcing many of them to return
to rural areas,” it said.

"They are less equipped o prepare for and respond to COVID-19 as access to basic services, especially health and
sanitabon, 15 imited; decent work, social protection and safety at work are not a given; their insttutions are weak; and
zocial dialogue 1z impaired or absent,” it added.

Recommendations:

1. SDG4 and Education for all should remain the scle and final responsibility of the governments and should not be
grven to prvate sector.

2. The online education will not be able to be an aliemative of regular schocling and should not be an instrument to
zchool closure.

3. There should be cpen consultations with teachers Unions, Civil society organizations, media and academicians
regarding the FDI and ECE govt decision to open education for profit.

4. The role of govt should be to strengthen our public education system rather than handing over the govemance to
private and overseas players as in case of STARS project.

5. Remove the proposal for piloting engagement of non-state actors in education including handing over of
government schools, outsourcing of services, engagement of management firms and school vouchers since
many of these measures have been attempted in the past and failed.

6. Priontize developing State capacity and innovation within the public sector in order for change to be sustainable.
Thiz requirzs (a) less reliance on non-state actors, (b) freedom and unted funds for SCERTS, DIETs, etc., (c)
sufficient human resources

[. Include a strong focus on equity and focus on Dalit, Adivasi, poor, dropout and child labour girls, and Minority
communities to redress age old inegualty and discriminabon.

8. Strengthen social accountability in education through building clear mechanisms for strengthening the voice of
parents, statutory structures for community parbcipation (SMCs) and local self-governance structures.

9. No outsourced private agency should be assigned the schocl and teachers asseszment.
